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Donald Winnicott famously said that, “There is no such thing as a baby, there is a baby and someone.”  In Winnicott’s mind, there was no greater threat to the development of children than when this “someone” failed to provide a “good enough environment.” The “someone” he had in mind was the mother and her ability to successfully navigate Oedipal conflicts in the child’s life.  Oedipus is the most famous force of familiality in psychoanalysis, but a number of events from the last century, ranging from global capitalism to racism and beyond, require that we broaden the base for social maladjustment and, in concert, our notion of family life.  The films in this series explore the multiple frictions in family life and give us the opportunity as analysts and academics to better understand the people we encounter.
