This presentation focuses on two different characterological patterns that interfere with the development and maintenance of intimacy. When affect intensity is managed by either freezing or flooding, the relationship to others is adversely affected. How the analyst or therapist understands and reacts to these ways of engaging will depend on his or her own characterological ways of dealing with affect and the underlying conflicts. Two clinical illustrations are provided.  After the presentation, there will be small group discussions including Dr. Kantrowitz before the question and answer period.
